Spiritual Disciplines [Year 2, #2], (3) Doctrine of  God [Year 3, #1].

Discussion Questions for Small Group Leaders

ICEBREAKER: The Book of  Revelation is known for it revelation of  future events.  Find out how good your 
Small Group is at discerning the future.  Just for fun, make a few predictions:

___________________ what you’ll be doing in ten years (Lord willing!)
___________________ the Dow Jones Industrial Average one year from today.
 
1.     This week’s message introduced our study in the Book of  Revelation.  The theme of  our study is “Learning to 
Hope in the King and the Kingdom,” the key word being “hope.” As Pastor James explained, hope is the anchor of  
the soul.  Sadly, we often put our hope in the wrong place, and the anchor doesn’t hold. When have you hoped in 
something that wasn’t a strong anchor?  How have you found hoping in Christ to be a solid anchor?

2.     Believers often fall into two categories concerning their understanding of  the Book of  Revelation. They either 
(1) see it as too difficult to understand and leave it to the scholars or (2) they become completely preoccupied with 
obscurities of  the Book.  Why do some people find this Book too difficult to understand?  Why do you think others 
are so preoccupied with study of  Revelation?

3.     Read Revelation 1:3.  The Book of  Revelation offers a powerful promise – blessing.  Pastor James defined 
blessing as the abiding favor of  God that ensures your triumph in Him. What is the blessing that John is talking 
about?  How do you hoped to be blessed by this study?

4.     Read Revelation 1:4-5.  It seems like September 11, 2001 was so long ago. You probably remember where you 
were on that day.  Do you remember how you felt when you heard the tragic news?  Yet like so many things, the 
passion subsides and the focus goes elsewhere.  The same can be true concerning our relationship with Christ.  We 
need a fresh revelation of  Jesus Christ. Think back to the moment you came to know Christ.  What was it like?  
What were you like?  What would it take to be that passionate again?

5.     Read Revelation 1:5b-6.  John’s readers were facing persecution and needed to be reminded of  a vital truth: 
Christ loves us and freed us.  Yet too often we forget the amazing fact of  Christ’s love and freedom.  Have you ever 
become so preoccupied with the difficulties of  life that you’ve forgotten how loved you are? How do we remind 
ourselves of  our identity in Christ even when we’re mistreated by others? 

6.     Read Revelation 1:7–8.  The Apostle John doesn’t just write this book for believers; he also writes it for those 
who think they answer to no one. Soon it will be too late. How should this fact influence our motivation to share 
the gospel?  Who has God put in your life that needs a chance to know Christ?

7.     Read Revelation 1:9–11. The Apostle John wrote the Book of  Revelation at the end of  his life while exiled to 
the island of  Patmos.  It had been many years since he interacted with the risen Christ.  In what ways do you think 
John’s vision on the island of  Patmos differs from the Jesus he knew in person?  How do you think John felt to see 
Christ again?
